Notes: 
 
Bloom count: 730, excluding arrangements. The natural light in the bay court of Micmac Mall was a marked 
improvement over the dark hallways in Bedford. Perhaps most importantly, there was definitely much greater 
interest from shoppers than at previous shows, with a number taking pictures. 
 
Problems with judging: 
 
• In the open category, the best in each of B ID, B SC, B C, B L, M FD, and M SC were not recorded by the 

judges, though there were multiple blue-ribbon blooms in each.  Similarly, Small Grower BB was not recorded. 
 
• In the small grower section, the best B ID, SC and C were not recorded though blooms of April Dawn, Hamari 

Accord and Jo Anne were awarded blue ribbons in each of these these categories. As there were no other entries 
in small grower B, one of these blooms should have been judged as small grower Best Single Bloom B and 
awarded Queen of Show, and credited to Joanne Bouthillier who entered all of these blooms. 

 
Whether entirely due to the extra sections for small growers (growing fewer than 51 dahlia plants, excluding 
seedlings) or not, judging ran past 2:30PM. From comparison to the 2006 report, there were a total of 2 more names 
in the court of honour: Molly Gray in the Open Novice section, and Michelle Bouthillier in the new Small Grower 
section. The net gain from the small grower section, intended to see more names in the court of honour, resulted in 
one more name than 2006.
